 Raise hand and wait 

to be excused. 

 Use manners. 

 Get all utensils, 

milk, etc., when 

first going through 

the line. 

 Eat first then talk 

quietly. 

Playground/ 

Recess 
 Walk to and from the 

playground. 

 Stay within boundaries. 

 Be aware of activities/ 

games around you. 

 What is on the ground 

stays on the ground. 

 No play fighting. 

 Play fairly. 

 Include everyone. 

 Use hall pass for 

leaving the area. 

 Freeze on three 

whistles. 

 Line up quickly. 

 Get in designated 

areas quickly. 

Passing Areas  Stay to the right. 

 Allow others to pass. 

 Stay out of the yellow 

lines. 

 Hold the door open 

for the person 

behind you. 

 Use quiet voices. 

  Stay on sidewalks.  Have a pass. 

 Return to room 

promptly. 

 

Bathrooms  Keep feet on floor. 

 Keep water in the sink. 

 Wash hands. 

 Put towels in trash can. 

 Knock gently on 

stall door. 

 Give people privacy. 

 Use quiet voices. 

 Flush toilet after use.  Have a pass. 

 Return to room 

promptly.

 Use sidewalks and 

crosswalks. 

 Wait in designated 

areas. 

 Follow Adult

 Get teacher 

permission to use the 

classroom phone. 

 Go straight home. 

 Arrive on time. 

 Leave on time.

and Assemblies 
 Walk in quietly. 

 Wait for dismissal 

directions. 

 Use audience 

manners. 

 Sit on bottom.  

 (See common areas)  Follow teacher’s 

directions. 

Bus  Sit with feet on floor, 

bottom on bench and 

face forward. 

 Stay in seat. 

 Hands and feet to 

yourself. 

 Follow adult 

directions. 

 Speak without 

profanity or rough 

language. 

 Allow anyone to sit 

next to you. 

 Use quiet voices. 

 Sit, where driver
